Supplies: 
Please follow the supply list as closely as possible. If you have any questions or concerns, feel free to call the school. 
It is not necessary to purchase new supplies each year.  Any supplies from previous years in usable condition are 
acceptable. All supplies are to be brought on the first day of school as indicated below. This will make it easier for 
students to get organized in the classroom. Supplies not used immediately will be stored at school and dispensed as 
needed. 
 
Please ensure that all supplies are labeled with the student’s name. This includes pencils and pens. It is not 
necessary to label facial tissue, as this is a community item.  
 
General supplies checklist:

 1 Set of headphones with a hardwire connection *NOT wireless/BlueTooth 

 1 Pencil case (for daily use) 

 2 Boxes of facial tissue 

 1 Back-pack style school bag for carrying supplies to and from school 

 1 Large glue stick 

 1 Bottle liquid glue 

 1 Dictionary (optional)

Gym Supplies: Please label everything 

 
Outside pair of shoes and an inside pair of shoes (these should be proper runners with laces – indoor shoes 
need white non-marking soles). *During the fall and spring, Phys. Ed. Classes may be held outdoors. A 
suitable pair of outdoor shoes is required during these seasons.* 

 Grey gym shirt – purchased from school supplier 

 Blue gym shorts – purchased from school supplier 

 Gym bag – cloth drawstring bag to hang on a hook
